In our curriculum planning we have taken each individual value - whether it be a
Fruit of the Spirit, a HeartSmart action or a Learning Value - and directly
referenced each one to the example of Jesus by providing a definition of the value,
linking it to scripture and providing specific examples of how Jesus demonstrated it —
see The Curriculum for Christ-Likeness. By teaching the children how to emulate
these values we enable Christian values to flourish through our curriculum.

Dawpool’s focus on developing Christian and learning values through the curriculum
encourages children to stretch themselves spiritually, morally, intellectually,
imaginatively and actively. The impact of Dawpool's Curriculum for Christ-Likeness
is that pupils are curious, confident and resilient learners who develop a sense of
character and enjoy their learning. The Dawpool Curriculum places emphasis on
character development and wider flourishing, recognising that these are
fundamental to any sustained academic success.
