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GOSPEL READING: Matthew 24:1-14
All: Glory to you, O Lord

24 As Jesus came out of the temple and was going away, his
disciples came to point out to him the buildings of the

temple. 2Then he asked them, “You see all these, do you not?
Truly I tell you, not one stone will be left here upon another;
all will be thrown down.”

3When he was sitting on the Mount of Olives, the disciples
came to him privately, saying, “Tell us, when will this be, and
what will be the sign of your coming and of the end of the
age?” 4Jesus answered them, “"Beware that no one leads you
astray. °*For many will come in my name, saying, ‘I am the

lawlessness, the love of many will grow cold. ¥ But the one
who endures to the end will be saved. * And this good news of
the kingdom will be proclaimed throughout the world, as a
testimony to all the nations; and then the end will come.
