Now repeat the activity with an odd number of people. Explain that pairs can’t be made because it is  Odd = one left over  Explain that even numbers can be shared equally into two groups. Odd numbers can’t be shared equally.

Show the children some pictures of ‘aliens’ (selfies I’ve taken on the i-pad).

Split into groups to work on the i-pads.

Have number tiles 1,2,3,4,5,6 on the carpet. Can they put the tiles into the correct hoops? “How do you know?” “Can you prove it?”  “Could the cubes help us?”
Add cubes to each of the number tiles. Can the numbers be split equally? Is there one left over?

If they are split equally into two groups they will be even. If they can’t be split equally they will be odd.

The focus of the learning is to bring together the suggested sequence of learning into mini games.
Pupils will apply their understanding of attacking (fish) and defending (sharks), applying it into a competitive game.
We recommend the following resources and activities to achieve this objective: 
Sharks V Fishes
Split the class into teams of 5 (use bibs to distinguish each team). Teams take turns to be the sharks. The sharks have 5 attempts to catch as many fishes as possible. Each time a shark catches an attacker they score a point.

When sharks score a point they can place an object (cone or beanbag) into their team's hoop to record their score. Once both teams have had a turn at being the sharks, the team with the most points are the winners
