Greater than two-thirds of the Earth’s surface is water
so it is a very important part of our planet.

Why Do We Need to Protect the Oceans?
Human activity is causing our environment to change. Sadly,
there is a lot of plastic pollution from rubbish that was not
disposed of properly and this enters our oceans. Rubbish in the
sea is called marine litter. Some of it floats and causes problems
for animals such as seabirds, fish, seals and dolphins. Most of
the rubbish sinks to the ocean floor and stays there for a very
long time.

As our climate changes so do the oceans. When temperatures
rise, polar ice melts and sea levels go up. This changes life for sea
creatures and also for humans living in many countries close to
the coastline.

A plastic bottle can last about 450
years in the sea. It slowly breaks up
into miniscule pieces but these never
completely disappear.

Where Does Marine Litter Come From?

This litter ends up in
the oceans.
