Part A: Pupil premium strategy plan

Statement of intent

Our intention is that all pupils, irrespective of their background or the challenges they
face, make good progress and achieve high attainment across all subject areas. The
focus of our pupil premium strategy is to support disadvantaged pupils to achieve that
goal, including progress for those who are already high attainers.

Aims

e To reduce the attainment gap between disadvantaged pupils and their peers.
To ensure all pupils have access to the full curriculum offer, including
enrichment activities.

e To support the well-being and mental health of all pupils.

Principles

High-quality teaching is at the heart of our approach, with a focus on areas in which
disadvantaged pupils require the most support. This is proven to have the greatest
impact on closing the disadvantage attainment gap and at the same time will benefit the
non-disadvantaged pupils in our school. Implicit in the intended outcomes detailed
below, is the intention that non-disadvantaged pupils’ attainment will be sustained and
improved alongside progress for their disadvantaged peers.

Our approach will be responsive to common challenges and individual needs, rooted in
robust diagnostic assessment, not assumptions about the impact of disadvantage. The
approaches we have adopted complement each other to help pupils excel. To ensure
they are effective we will:

e ensure disadvantaged pupils are challenged in the work that they’re set

e act early to intervene at the point need is identified

« adopt a whole school approach in which all staff take responsibility for
disadvantaged pupils’ outcomes and raise expectations of what they can achieve

Part B: Review of the previous academic year

Outcomes for disadvantaged pupils

At Dawpool we strive to meet the individual needs of each child in school. Just as with all
our children, we recognise that some children need additional support to achieve their full
potential, others need challenge and extension. Some children are making strong progress
without the need for additional support / opportunities. We therefore use our Pupil Premium
money to enable us to increase our provision, to ensure that each child’s needs are fully
met.

Our progress figures over several years demonstrate good progress that has historically
been achieved at Dawpool, they are very cohort specific and the KS2 Y6 cohort in 2023-
24 had a greater proportion of pupils with SEND than in previous years.

We look carefully at the individual progress of children for whom we are in receipt of pupil
premium funding. Some children receiving pupil premium funding are making good or
outstanding progress compared to their peers where others are making less progress. In
these cases, we look at how we can use additional funding to meet their needs and agree
actions to ensure that for these children the gaps they have are diminishing.
