Statutory Assessments 2025 
 
Whilst all schools are required to deliver a range 
of statutory assessments each year, Dawpool’s 
priority is to ensure that they are always 
administered in such a way that the children are 
happy and at ease. In many cases, the children 
won’t be aware that they are doing a test and will 
approach them as a part of their usual classroom 
activities. 
 
The timetable for statutory assessments is as 
follows: 
 

Year 1 Phonics 
 
The Year 1 Phonics Check will take place during 
week commencing 9th June 2025. The check is 
administered on a 1:1 basis with Mrs Ham, or 
another member of staff who knows your child 
well, and the children will be unaware it is a ‘test’. 
The children will see it as part of their normal 
phonics activities. Phonics scores will be shared 
with parents at the end of the academic year.

Year 2 SATS 
 
End of KS1 assessments became non-statutory 
from the 2023/24 academic year onwards.  
Schools are able to access optional Key Stage 1 
tests to help identify where pupils need 
additional support as they transition into key 
stage 2.  These optional tests will be used in the 
summer term alongside teacher-assessed 
judgements to monitor and report on your child’s 
progress.  More information for parents can be 
found on the Department for Education website 
here. 
 

Year 4 Multiplications Tables Check 
 
The Year 4 Multiplication Tables Check will take 
place any time between 2nd – 13th June 2025. 
The check is administered on a 1:1 basis with 
Mrs Broadbent or Mrs Hall, or another member 
of staff who knows your child well. More 
information about the Multiplication Tables 
Check can be found on the DfE website here. 
The Multiplication Tables Check scores are 
shared with parents at the end of the academic 
year.
