	Objectives
	To understand the composition of numbers.
	To order numbers 1-10 and recognise the number that comes before or after a given number.

	Teaching Points
	Starter: Sing the Big Number song. Wave one hand for 5s and two hands for 10s

Teaching: Watch Numberblocks 10. Pause it a regular points to discuss what they can see.

Use the language ‘9 is 1 more than 8’

Model writing

9+1=10

10-1=9

Discuss the fact that 10 is made up on 10 1s. However, it is also a stick of 10 on its own.

Sit the children in a circle and look at a stick of 10 cubes and 10 loose cubes. How many are in each pile?

Explain that there are 10 in each pile. They are the same, they just look different the stick of 10 is a set of ten. The single cubes are 10 individual cubes.


	Starter: Together count to 10 in different ways and voice styles – count claps, stamps, jumps etc.

Teaching: Watch Numberblocks 10. 

Using number tiles 1-10 hand them out to some children. As a whole class can we order numbers 1-10? Which number do we start with? What number comes after 1 etc.

Play Musical Tens 

(in the hall if possible)

Hand out some number cards 1-10 to the children. Can they dance around and move around to the music. When the music stops can they work together to get themselves in groups of 10.

Discuss the order as a whole class to re-cap.

	Starter: Together count forwards and backwards to 10

Teaching: 

Discuss together the different ways 10 can be made.

Use the giant tens frame as a demonstration.

Fill the tens frame with counters, some yellow and some blue.

How many blue dots are there? How many yellow?

Model how to write this as a number sentence.

How many different ways are there to make the number 10 using the tens frame?

	Starter: Together count forwards and backwards to 10

Teaching: 

Re-cap on yesterday’s lesson

Discuss together the different ways 10 can be made.

Use the giant tens frame as a demonstration.

Fill the tens frame with counters, some yellow and some blue.

How many blue dots are there? How many yellow?

Model how to write this as a number sentence. 
How many different ways are there to make the number 10 using the tens frame?
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	Activity 1 –  Exploring 10
	Activity 2 – Ordering Numbers

	TA Led – Inside classroom
	Teacher Led – Area outside classroom

	Ask the children to show ten fingers. How quickly can they do it?

Together count how many fingers we have on each hand.

Can they draw around both their hands and label each finger with a number 1-10?


	Using the individual tens frames, can they have a go at making 10 in different ways?

As an extension use the whiteboards to write it down as a number sentence.



	Journal directly into their books
	Work to go straight into Journals.

	Children to be directed to undertake Maths based continuous provision.

Whiteboards – Can they practice writing the numbers 1-10 on the boards? Can they represent 1-10 in different ways?

Cubes – Can they break the stick of 10 cubes up in different ways to see how they can make 10
Outdoors – Using the 1 minute timers, can they time each other doing different activities e.g. balancing on the beam, hopping, jumping, running across the outdoor area. How many times can they do each activity in 1 minute?


***Exploit every opportunity to reinforce number. Discuss position in the line, point out number off objects you see as you go past. Discuss how we could get into groups of that number. What do we do if we can’t get into that number? Discuss day of the week and which day comes 1st etc. ***
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
