Demonstrate brushing in small circles for 2 minutes.  Use a 2 minute timer to see how long 2 minutes is. What else can they do in 2 minutes?

We recommend the following resources and activities to achieve this objective:
Discuss Octoblock. Why is he called ‘octo’block? Can they think of any other things beginning with ‘octo’? Look at pictures of different objects linked to 8, Get the children to discuss them. How do they know they are ‘8’ PP discussion
For each objects count 1-8 together. Use the language ‘8 is 1 more than 7’

Hand number tiles 1-8 out to the children. Can they help me put them in order?
What number do I start with? What number do I end with? Order the numbers together.
I will then ask which is 1st, which is 8th etc. Can they recall all the ordinal numbers 1-8?
	
	Topic

By the end of this lesson your child should be able to: 
To understand what germs are and the importance of hand washing.

We recommend the following resources and activities to achieve this objective:
 The Dentist looks after teeth. Doctors and Nurses look after us if we are poorly. We can help keep germs away by washing hands. 
 “Germs are tiny creatures that can make us poorly. We can’t see them.”

Complete an activity to show how germs can stick to hands. Sprinkle a little glitter on my hands. Show how it sticks and spreads if you touch objects or shake hands. Emphasise that glitter represents germs. I will go around and shake hands with children. How many of my ‘germs’ are on the other children?
How can we get rid of the germs?
Using a bowl of warm soapy water we will wash hands properly to remove the ‘germs’

By the end of this lesson your child should be able to:
To partition numbers and recombine them to make the whole number.
We recommend the following resources and activities to achieve this objective:
Discuss Octoblock. How did they make 8?
Model 7+1=8 on the board
Are there any other ways of making 8? 
Split children into PP and give each pair 8 cubes. Can they work together to find lots of different ways of making 8? 
Ask children to share ideas and put them on the board. Model how this looks as a number sentence.
	
	Topic

By the end of this lesson your child should be able to: 
Understand food can help us stay healthy.

We recommend the following resources and activities to achieve this objective: Show the children pictures of different foods. Explain that some foods we can have lots of and some foods should just be special treat food.
Can we work together to sort them into two groups?
In provision time we will make healthy eating plates filled with different foods and we will play ‘Greedy Gorilla’
For snack all the children can help cut and prepare food to make a fruit salad.
